A student who fails to achieve a module average of 50% at the first attempt shall have a
right to resit. S/he will also be required to re-sit any piece of work with a mark of 49% or less

in order to pass the module or to resit a failed quiz.

A student who fails to pass a module, at the first attempt, due to not achieving a minimum of
50% in each individual assessment will be required to resit those pieces of work.

A student who fails a module at the second attempt will be required to relinquish the course.
S/he will have a right of appeal as described in RVC Regulations.
